* QSOs must be at least 5 minutes long (fill in with whatever you like: WX, equipment, antenna etc.).

* Bands 80m, 40m, and 20m. Recommended frequencies are around 3.558 MHz, 7.058 MHz, &
14.058 MHz, keeping clear of QRP frequencies.

* Call “CQFISTS”.

* One QSO with a station per session.
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+ Logs to be received monthly by the end of the 7" of the following month.
